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Section 48 prohibits applications for a visa from people who have previously had an application refused whilst they 
were in Australia. This is intended to act as a deterrent to people making frivolous or unlawful applications in     Aus-
tralia.  This is known as the Section 48 bar and remains in place for three years.  

 

In very limited circumstances, where certain circumstances existed at the time, applicants can apply for a waiver of 
the 3 year exclusion period.   We were recently able to assist a client with a S48 waiver, enabling him and his family 
to return to an excellent job in Perth.
